American Historical Association, Guide to Historical Literature, 3rd ed., 2 vols. (1995).  The basic principle of organization is geographic, with some reliance on topical and chronological subdivisions.  The geographic sections include brief overviews of scholarly trends, and helpful annotations; some also include guides to reference works and bibliographies.  SAIS

Balance of Payments  Time series data from 1948 summarizing the economic transactions of an economy with the rest of the world. It reports total goods, services, factor income, and current transfers an economy receives from or provides to the rest of the world as well as capital transfers and changes in each economy's external financial claims and liabilities. 

BBC Worldwide Monitoring: International Reports.  The BBC’s Monitoring Service systematically tracks broadcasts from 120 countries in 50 languages.  The Summary of World Broadcasts (SWB) was a separate part of the service until the end of March 2001, when it was discontinued.  After that date the information previously carried in the SWB became part of the International Reports.  Accessible through LexisNexis.

Biography and Genealogy Master Index.  This database indexes a wide range of biographical dictionaries and who's whos and subject encyclopedias that include biographical entries. 
Biography Index. Online coverage: 1984 to present. An index to more than 1,800 books (per year) and 2,700 English language periodicals containing biographical information. Includes references from autobiographies, biographies, obituaries, interviews, etc.   
Biography Resource Center + The Complete Marquis Who's Who
A comprehensive database of biographical information on more than one million people throughout history and around the world. It combines biographies from 70 Gale Group publications, the complete Marquis Who's Who, Merriam-Webster's collegiate and biographical dictionaries, and full-text articles from over 250 periodicals.

Book Review Digest.  Indexes reviews appearing in about 100 periodicals; includes brief excerpts.  Accessible through the SAIS library homepage.

Books in Print.  The on-line version includes full text reviews from Choice, Library Journal, New York Times, and other review sources. Accessible through the SAIS library homepage.

CIA World Factbook . An annual publication from the U.S. Central Intelligence Agency, with basic background information and statistics on all countries. Accessible through the SAIS library homepage.
CIAO [Columbia International Affairs Online].  Allows search-engine access to working papers from a wide range of think tanks and to tables of contents and article abstracts from the most recent issues of about 35 international-affairs journals. Also contains information on forthcoming scholarly conferences in international affairs. Available via the library homepage.
Current Contents.  Coverage: January 1, 1997 - present. Provides tables of contents of 6,500 journals in the fields of medicine; life sciences; agriculture, biology &  environmental Sciences; engineering, computing & technology; physical, chemical & earth sciences; art & humanities; and social & behavioral sciences.   Available via the SAIS library webpage via ISI Web of Knowledge, under Current Contents Connect
Declassified Documents Reference System. This database provides online access to over 500,000 pages of previously classified government documents. Covering major international events from the Cold War to the Vietnam War and beyond, this single source enables users to locate key information underpinning studies in international relations, American studies, United States foreign and domestic policy studies, journalism, and more.
Digital National Security Archive .  Created by the National Security Archive, this database contains more than 40,000 declassified documents relating to major U.S. national security issues. The National Security Archive, located at George Washington University, is a non-profit research institute that disseminates declassified U.S. documents on international affairs obtained through the Freedom of Information Act.  Available via the SAIS library webpage
Direction of Trade.  Contains time series data from 1980 on the value of merchandise exports and imports between each country and all its trading partners. It reports total bilateral and multilateral exports and imports aggregated at national or regional group level.  Available via the SAIS library webpage
Dissertations and Theses.  A comprehensive list of American dissertations that begins in the mid-19th century.  Citations for dissertations published since 1980 include a short abstract written by the author.  Full text of titles published since 1997 is available on-line to institutional subscribers. Accessible via the library homepage. 
EISIL: Electronic Information System for International Law.  Created by The American Society of International Law, EISIL now has 5 prototype subject categories: 1) General International Law, 2) International Criminal Law, 3) International Economic Law, 4) International Environmental Law and 5) International Human Rights Law. EISIL provides links to primary documents, websites, and research guides. Accessible via the library homepage.

Essential Science Indicators.  Enables researchers to conduct ongoing, quantitative analyses of research performance and track trends in science, including the social sciences. Covering a multidisciplinary selection of 11,000+ journals from around the world, this in-depth analytical tool offers data for ranking scientists, institutions, countries, and journals. 
Eureka. Provides online access to over 20 million records representing the holdings of major U.S. research libraries. Books, archives, manuscripts, and other special files are included.  Accessible via the library homepage.

Find It.  This link on the library webpage enables you to determine JHU’s hard-copy, bibliographic or full-text electronic holdings of particular journals.

Foreign Broadcast Information Service (FBIS) Electronic Index.  Provides an index to the the FBIS Daily Reports, which contain English translations of news gathered from foreign radio and television broadcasts, news agency transmissions, newspapers, periodicals, and government statements.  The FBIS Daily Reports themselves are available on microfiche through 1996 in the Library's Microforms Room. For more precise holdings information, see the Library's catalog. In 1996, the U.S. government phased out its print publication of FBIS Daily Reports. This database is a part of the Newsbank collection; select the FBIS Index from the menu.  Coverage since 1995 is contained in the World News Connection (see below.)
Fulltext Sources Online.  A systematic list of periodicals available on-line in full text, along with the names of the data bases that contain them. Includes foreign- as well as English-language periodicals.  Some data base aggregators, such as JSTOR and Project MUSE, are not included.  The latest issue is available at the SAIS library Reference Desk.
Gale Ready Reference Shelf.  Provides full access to fourteen reference books, including Encyclopedia of Associations, Encylopedia of Associations: International, Research Centers Directory, International Research Centers Directory, and Government Research Centers Directory. Accessible via the SAIS library homepage.
Gale Virtual Reference Library.  A growing collection of reference works available online. Titles include Cities of the World, Macmillan Encyclopedia of Energy, and Water: Science and Issue. Accessible via the SAIS library homepage.
Google Books. Search the full text of books that Google has scanned for its vast Google Books project. Google is working with, among others, major academic libraries and publishers to digitize the books in their collections. Google Books captures information previously not available via online searching. You get some full text along with snippets or portions of books under 10%. Google Books is a project-in-progress; most books are not yet included.
Google Scholar.  Search across many disciplines /sources for peer-reviewed papers, theses, books, abstracts and articles, from academic publishers, professional societies, universities and other scholarly organizations. JHU resources have been "activated" to work with Google Scholar,but you first need to configure your browser to see them. 

Handbook of Latin American Studies .  Online coverage: 1936 to present.  Created by the Hispanic Division at the Library of Congress, HLAS offers scholarly evaluations of books, book chapters, articles and conference papers in the field of Latin American Studies. Many records include abstracts. There are also Spanish- and Portuguese-language versions of this database linked on the site.  Print equivalent: Z 1605 .H23 (1937 – present).
Hispanic American Periodicals Index (HAPI).  Also known as HAPI Online, this is a source for authoritative information about Central and South America, Mexico, the Caribbean basin, the United States-Mexico border region, and Hispanics in the United States. HAPI covers analysis of current political, economic, and social issues as well as coverage of Latin American humanities. More than 400 key social science and humanities journals are indexed.  
Historical Abstracts. Selectively indexes over 1,700 journals in the field of history, with abstracts. Also indexes selected books.  On-line coverage from 1955.  May be searched either by topical period covered or by date of publication. Accessible via the library homepage.

Historical Statistics of the United States. A compendium of statistics from over 1,000 sources with over 37,000 data series on topics ranging from migration and international trade to national defense. The electronic edition permits users to graph individual tables and create customized tables and spreadsheets reflecting their own areas of interest.
Humanities Full Text.  An index of English-language periodicals. Subjects include history, area studies, language and literature, philosophy and religion.  Online coverage: index from February 1984, abstracts from March 1994, and some full text from 1995.  Accessible via the SAIS library homepage.

ICPSR Direct.  The Inter-University Consortium for Political and Social Research (ICPSR) at the University of Michigan provides access to one of the world’s largest archives of research and data in the social sciences. Any user with a JHU IP address may download data from ICPSR using the ICPSR Direct service. For detailed information, see the ICPSR page at the Government Publications/Maps/Law section of MSE Library (main campus).
Index Islamicus. Online coverage: 1906 to present.  Produced by the Islamic Bibliography Unit at Cambridge University Library, Index Islamicus indexes literature on Islam, the Middle East and the Muslim world. Material cited includes not only work written about the Middle East, but also about other Muslim areas of Asia and Africa, plus Muslim minorities worldwide. Over 2,000 journals are monitored for inclusion in the database, along with conference proceedings, monographs, multi-authored works and book reviews. 

International African Bibliography.  In print only: REF Z 3501 .I48 (v. 3, 1973 – present).  A quarterly bibliography of books, articles, and paper in African studies. Compiled at the Library, School of Oriental and African Studies, University of London. 
International Bibliography of the Social Sciences. Contains bibliographic information from over 2,600 journals published in 100 countries and over 6,000 books per year, in the fields of anthropology, economics, political science, and sociology. Coverage is from 1951 to present, with quarterly updates. Accessible via the library homepage.

International Political Science Abstracts.  Provides citations and abstracts for a world-wide selection of journal and yearbook articles in the fields of international relations, political science, and public administration. Online coverage: 1989 to present.  Accessible via the SAIS Library home page.

Internet Scout Project. (http://scout.wisc.edu).    Tracks useful websites and assesses their intellectual reliability.  Published weekly. The Scout Report Archives is a searchable and browseable database of over nine years' worth of the Scout Report and subject-specific Scout Reports.  It contains about 25,000 critical annotations of carefully selected Internet sites and mailing lists. Each annotation analyzes the site’s general content, attribution (authors, etc.), currency, availability, accessibility, and presentation.  Accessible via the library homepage.

Intute: Social Sciences (http://www.intute.ac.uk/socialsciences/politics/).  A guide to a large number of online scholarly sites screened by experts.  Includes breakdowns by anthropology, economics, geography, politics, sociology, and other fields.  Oriented primarily toward British scholarship. 
JSTOR. Reproduces the full image of over 117 scholarly journals, starting in each case with volume 1.  The purpose is to provide an archival collection of core scholarly journals, not current access; most articles are at least two years old. Full text searching is available.  Runs of additional titles are gradually being added to the database.  Accessible via the library homepage.
Jane’s Online. The JHU subscription to Jane's online services provides full text access to the following Jane's publications:  Defence Industry, Defence Magazine Library, Defence Weekly, Foreign Report, Intelligence Digest, Intelligence Review, Intelligence Defense Review, Islamic Affairs Analyst, Missiles and Rockets, Navy International, and Terrorism and Security Monitor. Accessible via the library homepage.

Keesing’s World News Archive. A digest of news, recording the world's major political, social, and economic events, pulling from a variety of news sources worldwide. Searchable back to 1931, with fulltext for the latest five years. 
Print edition: REF D 410 .K26 (titled Keesing's Record of World Events). In the reference area, from volume 1, 1931.  Accessible via the library homepage.
Latin America Database.  Online coverage: 1986 to present.  A searchable archive of thousands of full-text articles on Latin America, covering economics, politics, human rights, the environment, military, and more. SAIS has access to certain parts of the database only. Note: This database is not available off-campus.
LexisNexis Academic.  Contains the full text of hundreds of publications, including law journals, wire services, country economic reports, government publications, magazines, newspapers, news digests, and industry-specific newsletters and periodicals..  Separate LexisNexis data bases cover Congressional publications, US Government periodicals, statistical sources, and other information.
Library of Congress Catalog.  The LC is arguably the world’s most comprehensive library.  Its webpage includes links to the catalogs of several hundred other research libraries, primarily in North America, the UK, and Australia.  Available at http://catalog.loc.gov/
Library of Congress Classification Outline.  Useful for identifying the LC call numbers that you should use to browse to find a particular kind of material.  Available at http://lcweb.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/lcco/lcco.html
National Bureau of Economic Research Working Papers.  Full text of NBER Working Papers from 1994 to present.
NetFirst. Indexes and describes selected Internet-accessible resources, with a focus on sites of interest to libraries and the education community.  Accessible via the library homepage.

Oxford Reference Online Premium. Provides full text access to close to 200 reference works published by Oxford University Press, including bi-lingual language dictionaries, encyclopedias of military history, politics, business, finance, science, technology, and more.. Accessible via the library homepage.  

PAIS International.  Online coverage: 1972 to present.   PAIS, or Public Affairs Information Service, is a selective listing, with abstracts, of journal articles, books and documents. Subject coverage includes economics, business, political science, sociology, demography, and international law and relations, with an emphasis on public-policy oriented literature. Includes titles published in six languages. Coverage for 1937 - 1976 is available via PAIS Archive.

PapersFirst.  Online coverage: 1993 to present.   Indexes papers presented at conferences worldwide. 
PolicyFile: Public Policy Research and Analysis. Indexes and abstracts publications covering a complete range of public policy research from such organizations as the American Enterprise Institute, Brookings Institution, Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, IMF, World Bank, CSIS, Rand Corporation, and many others. Where available, access to home pages and full text is provided. Accessible via the library homepage.

Political Handbook of the World provides comprehensive country profiles chronicling national history, government, and political parties, as well as profiles on intergovernmental organizations, development banks, and the agencies and specialized bodies of the United Nations.
Polling The Nations.  A database of polls taken on a variety of subjects all over the world. Each record in the database consists of one poll question and the participants' responses. Records are indexed by subject matter, publication year, general and specific location, and survey method.  

Population Index . Online coverage: 1986 to present.  Produced by the Office of Population Research at Princeton University, Population Index presents an annotated bibliography of books, journal articles, working papers, and other material on population topics.
Project MUSE. Includes the full image of all articles in over 100 scholarly journals, including all JHU Press journals. Full text searching as well as subject searching is available.  Accessible via the library homepage.
ProQuest Asian Business and Reference.  Provides information about the countries, regions, economies, institutions, peoples, policies and political processes of Greater China and South East Asia. It gives access to a range of information sources - many previously not published on the web - as well as content created for the service.
Public Opinion and Polling around the World: A Historical Encyclopedia, 2 vols. (2004).
Routledge Reference Resources: Politics and International Relations. Supplies online access to the Routledge reference titles on politics and international relations. These include online versions of books such as the Encyclopedia of the United Nations and International Agreements, Encyclopedia of Human Rights, Encyclopedia of Political Economy and the Dictionary of Modern Politics series.
Reader's Guide to the Social Sciences.  Ed. Jonathan Michie.  2 volumes.  (2001).  SAIS
Social Sciences Citation Index   Online coverage: 1956 to present.  An international interdisciplinary citation index to the literature of the social, behavioral and related sciences.  Note: Connect via the Web of Knowledge (see below) and select ISI Web of Science database.
Social Sciences Full Text. An index to English-language periodical articles. Subjects include anthropology, area studies, economics, international relations, law, political science, and sociology. Online coverage from February 1983, with abstracts from January 1994, and some full text articles.  Accessible via the library homepage.

SocINDEX with Full Text advertises itself as the world's most comprehensive and highest quality sociology research database. It contains full text for 397 “core” coverage journals dating back to 1908, 150 “priority” coverage journals, more than 720 books and monographs, and thousands of conference papers
SourceOECD.  The full-text online library of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development. The site comprises 20 book collections by theme, containing all OECD monographs and reports; 24 periodicals; some reference titles; and the OECD statistical databases (with the exception of the International Energy Agency statistical databases).

Ulrich's Periodicals Directory on the Web.  Use this source to compile a comprehensive list of periodicals by subject and to find essential information about individual periodicals published worldwide:  where a title is indexed, online availability, whether it is refereed and contains reviews and more.  Gives users links to tables of contents, some article abstracts, some journal full-text, and document delivery.  Click on the “search” button at the top of the initial screen to take advantage of full search capabilities.  Accessible via the library homepage.
United Nations Official Documents System.  The official repository for documents published by the United Nations. Provides access to the full text of all UN parliamentary documents issued at UN headquarters in NY and the UN office in Geneva since 1993, as well as the texts of UN resolutions back to 1946, and documents of UNDP, UNICEF, UNIDO, UNHCR, UNHCHR, ECE and UNCTAD.  Click on "Welcome" and then click on "Access ODS without logging in".  No username and password is required.
United Nations STATS Common Database.  Provides selected series from 30 specialized international data sources for all available countries and areas. Among these are 12 types of subject profiles for any country or area, browsing data series by topic and a complete list of international sources used in the Database (such as Food and Agriculture Organization, International Monetary Fund, UN Population Division).  Includes access to multiple UN databases, including the Demographic Yearbook, Joint Oil Data Initiative, Millennium Indicators Database, National Accounts Main Aggregates Database, Social Indicators, and more. 
United Nations Treaty Collection.  Full text of treaties and international agreements registered with the UN since 1946 as well as an online version of Status of Multilateral Treaties Deposited with the Secretary-General.  To search for full text treaties, etc., click on "Access to Databases."
Web of Knowledge.  This source includes five databases covering virtually all fields of knowledge.  Two of the most useful are the Social Sciences Citation Index (SSCI) and the Arts & Humanities Citation Index (A&HCI).  These databases are a powerful means of discovering networks of scholarly articles relevant to your particular research interests.  Beginning with any article that you have found valuable, you can locate all subsequent journal articles that cite it.  In other words, this resource allows forward as well as retrospective bibliographic searching.



The SSCI provides access to current information and retrospective data from 1956 forward.  Fields covered include Anthropology, History, Library Science, Law, Linguistics, Philosophy, Psychology, Political Science, Public Health, Sociology, Urban Studies, and Women's Studies.  SSCI adds approximately 60,000 new cited references per week.  As of January 1992, it contains searchable, full-length, English-language author abstracts for approximately 60% of the articles in the index.  The A&HCI provides access to current information and retrospective data from 1975 forward.  Fields covered include Archaeology, Architecture, Art, Asian Studies, Folklore, History, Language, Linguistics, Philosophy, Radio/Television/Film, Religion, and Theater.  A&HCI adds approximately 15,250 new cited references per week.   As of January 2000 A&HCI contains searchable, full-length, English-language author abstracts (as available) for the new articles entered into the index.  



Registering for Current Contents Connect, also part of the Web of Knowledge, allows you to set up a personal alerting profile for journals that you select.  This profile automatically emails you the latest tables of contents for your chosen journals as they appear. Registering also enables you to set up citation alerts that notify you when future articles cite key articles you have found to be of special interest. Current Contents Connect includes a personal home page that displays all your selected titles and allows you to see the latest table of contents by clicking on a title.  The Web of Knowledge is accessible via the library home page.
World News Connection. Provides English-language translations of material from thousands of non-U.S. media sources. Included are political speeches, television and radio broadcasts, and articles from newspapers, periodicals, and books. Online coverage: 1996 to present. Accessible via the library homepage. Earlier coverage may be found in the Foreign Broadcast Information Service Index (see above). 

Working Paper Sites of Political Science (workingpapers.org). A directory for college and university instructors and independent researchers with a Ph.D., who distribute their working papers online via a link to their personal website.

WorldCat. The world's most comprehensive bibliography. It covers virtually all the material cataloged by any of several thousand member libraries, including books,  serials, archival materials, maps, visual materials, computer files, and Internet resources. It allows you to determine which libraries in the DC, Maryland, and neighboring states own a particular title.  Accessible via the library homepage.
